This book made me aware that there
is a community of a-holes who enjoy making larg pledges to projects only to withdraw them in the
last minute, thus sabotaging the Campiegn. Who knew? Indigogo’s formate makes that impossible

Holly-Rosing delivers a detailed,
nuts-and-bolts explanation of the best ways to manage a Kickstarter campaign, digging into all the
questions | was wondering about before | launched my campaign -- and many questions that | wish
I'd been wondering about. She offers useful insights into determining reward levels, promotion and
keeping your sanity during a project -- and also advice on creating a spreadsheet to determine how
to break even on a project.Madeleine Holly-Rosing is working from her own knowledge in this book,
because she managed a project that failed. It's a shame that her project failed, but sometimes
failure is the parent of success. That initial failure led to great insights from Holly-Rosing that can
